The Rijksmuseum and the Van Gogh Museum present in the Van Gogh Museum an extraordinary confrontation in the Van Gogh Museum between the two geniuses of the Northern and Southern baroque. For the first time in history an exhibition is being devoted to two of the greatest 17th-century artists in the world: Rembrandt van Rijn (1606-1669) and Michelangelo Merisi da Caravaggio (1571-1610). Over 30 monumental paintings on loan from major museums around the world offer a visual spectacle depicting powerful images of love, emotion and passion.
